FIRST FEMALE FLIGHT ATTENDANT

An Inspiring story of Ellen Church (1904 - 1965)
She was born in Creso, Jova.

After high school, she studied nursing and worked in a San Francisco hospital. She was
apilot and a registered nurse.

Itallbeganin Creso:

When she was born, at that time airplane was discovered. While she was a
young girl, one airplane was landed in a nearby creso farm fields. She decided that
when she grew up she would learn to fly. After high school, she studied nursing. Then
shen went to San Francisco to work in a hospital. In her free time she took flying lesson.
One day Ellan asked whether there was any chance she could get a job to Steve
Simpsons (The manager of the San Francisco Office of Boeing Air Transport (BAJ).
He agreed, but convincing Boeing head quarters was another matter. After some
argument. Boeing decided to give Ellen’s plan to 3 months trial. In 1930, B&J hired her
as head stewardess, then she recruited 7 others for a 8 months trial period. The
Stewardesses (or) stay girls as B&J called them, had to be registered nurses, single,
younger than 25 years old, weight less than 115 pounds (52 Kgs) and height less than 5
free 4 inches tall. Church became the first stewardess to fly. On May 15, 1930, she
embarked on a Boeing 80 & for a 20 hour flight from San Francisco to Chicago with 13
stops and 14 passengers. The innovation was a resounding success — the other airline
followed B&J’s example over the next few years.

Ellen’saHero:

In early, airplanes were crude and unreliable flying was dangerous. An Joeva
women proved to be a pioneer of the airways, when she used her medical experience in
unusual way. She forced to quit flying after 18 months, because of an auto accident
injury. But this did not end her carrier in the air. Ten years later the United States World
War — 11, Ellen joined the Army nurse corps and helped evacuate wounded soldiers

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from Africa and staly by Airplane. She became one of the Country’s first flight
attendant and performed heroic duties during World War—1I.

As stewardesses, she had many responsibilities including :

Taking tickets

Loadingluggages

Service small refreshment

Distributing gums to help with ear ropping.

Acting as a tour guide by pointing out landmarks and talking about the flights
destination.

Generally looking out for the well-being of the passengers.

Honours and Legacy :

Because of her experience working in hospital and organizing the stewardness,

certain Ellen Church was called to train evacuation nurses for the D-Day invasion of
france in 1944. She received the Air medal, the European African — middle Eastern
company medal with 7 bronze service stars, the Americal Theatre company medal and

the victory medal.

Ellen Church treated a new career in the new industry of flying, at a time when

many men thought the idea of a women working on a plane was a joke. It took a

pleasant and determined young women from Jova to change their minds.

Ellen Church Marshall died in 1965 of injuries from a horse riding accident.

CYBORG

A Cyborg, short for “CYBERNATIVE ORGANISM” is a being with both organic and artificial
parts. Ex.: A human fitted with a heart pacemaker or an insulin pump (diabetes) considered as
cyborg. It is a being with both biological and artificial parts. The person whose physiological
functioning is aided by or dependent upon a mechanical or electronic devices. A living being
whose powers are enhanced by computer implants. We may have more and more artificial body
parts like arms, legs, heart, eyes and so on- till one might end up finally as a brain in wholly
artificial body. In 2010, the cyborg foundation became the world’s first international organization
dedicated to help humans become cyborgs.

CLASSIFICATION
Itis categorized into two types based on structural and functional role play:

1) Convenient cyborg: any external provision of an exo-skeleton for satisfying the altered fancy
needs of the body.

2) Conditional cyborg: this includes bionic implants replanting the lost/damaged body parts for
the normal living in the present environment.

CYBORGIN SOCIETY:

In medicine, man has depended on technology, understanding human physiology and
medicine to construct tools to replace the natural physiological functions. Many of the
technologies were created to restore abilities that were lost due to injury, disease and age.

In military, whether soldiers use guns and tanks to complete mission or they receive mission
through satellite communications, they are a part of cyborg network.

In sports, blood doping is the practice of boosting the number of RBCs in the blood stream
inorder to enhance athletic performance.

Examples:-

There are about 10,500 manufacturing unit and over 3000 pharma companies in India.

PRESENT RESEARCHES:

A brain-computer interface (BCI), provide a direct path of communication from the brain to
an external device, effectively creating a cyborg. It utilize electrodes implanted directly into the
grey matter of the brain, has focused on restoring damaged eye sight in the blind and providing
functionality to the paralysed people. This technique could enable people who are missing a limb
or are in a wheel chair. The power to control the devices that aid them through neural signals sent
from brain implants directly to computer or the devices.

In current prosthetic applications, the C-leg system developed by Otto Bock Health Care is
used to replace a human leg that has been amputed because of injury or illness. The use of sensors
in the artificial C-led aids in walking significantly by attempting to replicate the user’s natural joint
as it was prior to amputation.

CONCLUSION:

It seems in future we may have more and more artificial body parts like eyes, nose, hands and
legs.

NEGLUT OF AGRICULTURE - THE MAJOR
SIN OF ECONOMIC REFORMS

Agriculture has been considered as a way of life .Ever increasing population places
demands on agriculture to increase the production, to match the increasing demands
for food supply.

With agricultural development by food production has successfully increased
nearly everywhere but it has failed to match with the growing population many areas-
especially in developing countries of Africa, Asiaand Latin America.

A major crisis of the process of economic reforms is the neglect of agriculture.
This data reveals that, food grain production increased from 129.6 million tons in 1980-
81 to 176.4 million tons in 1990-91 resulting in annual compound rate 3.1% During the
8 year period of economic reforms, food grains production increased from 176.4
million tons in 1990-91 to 202.5 million tons in 1998-99. This is an indication of annual
average growth rate of 1.7%, which was lower than the growth rate of population.

Various reasons have been assigned for this filtration. The reform process has
emphasized the growth of manufacturing, service sectors and neglected agriculture.

Secondly, as per the data provided in the report on current and finance (1998-99)
gross capital formation in agriculture indicated that public sector investment at 1980-81
prices, which had increased to Rs.1796 cores in 1980-81 indicated a sharp decline and
averaged only Rs.1138 cores during the 6 years period 1991-92 to 1996-97 .This big drop
of public investment in agriculture including rural development and irrigation adversely
affected food production.

Thirdly, NABARD accumulated Rs.13500 cores under the rural infrastructure
and development of land, but was able to utilize its extent of only 30% a very dispel
performance. The lack of development of irrigation infrastructure by withdrawing
public sector investment with the hope that the private sector investments will external
irrigation with not materialize.

This was specially the case in backward states like Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and

Approximately 70% of the patients in developing countries receive Indian medicines through NGO’s.
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Orissa, which indicates very poor growth rate in food grain production —even lower than
the national average level.

Also Last but not the least green revolutions states like Haryana, UP, have
reached a plateau, where the country could not trigger hyper yield in backward states.

According to economic survey 1999-2000 the decline in public investment in
agriculture is mainly due to the diversion of resources into current expenditure in the
form of subsidies for food ,fertilizers ,electricity , irrigation, credit and other agriculture
inspects rather than on creation of affects.
